• What is one thing that stood out to you from this week’s message? 
• Read Romans 1:5 

o “5 Through Christ, God has given us the privilege and authority as apostles to tell 
Gentiles everywhere what God has done for them, so that they will believe and 
obey him, bringing glory to his name.” 

• What does “Obedience of faith” mean to you? 
• THE GRACE TO RECEIVE IT IS THE GRACE TO LIVE IT 

o You have received an amazing grace 
§ That means your testimony has turned from death to life! 

o You are called to live it out 
§ Now that you understand grace & faith how can you live that out? 
§ What is an area you have neglected and not recognized your new purpose? 

• Two sides of grace 
o Paul shares that this grace is also with his purpose, to live it out 

§ How are you called to live it out? 
§ One of our values is BE WILLING 

• Are you willing to serve on Sunday? 
• Where are you seeing an opportunity to live it out?
